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Mirroring, Identification, and Patriotism: Exploring the Path of Ideological
and Political Education in Vocational College Korean Courses: With a
Discussion on the Localized Integration of the ‘Character Education’

Abstract: The development of ideological and political education in foreign
language courses at higher vocational institutions should adhere to a scientific
practical logic. Through the exploration of specific teaching cases and a critical
adoption of South Korea's concept of "humanistic education," the educational
goal of "cultivating virtue and nurturing individuals" should be integrated
throughout the entire professional teaching process. The Advanced
Comprehensive Korean course has established a three-dimensional framework
for ideological and political education titled "Reflection, Identity, and
Sentiment." At the cognitive level, it uses South Korean popular culture as a
"foreign mirror" as the starting point for ideological and political education;
through reflection and comparison, it guides students to gain a deeper
understanding of their "self" at the emotional level, enhancing cultural
confidence, and ultimately elevates cultural awareness to a sense of national
identity at the volitional level. In teaching practice, by drawing on the
"immersion" concept from South Korea's humanistic education, the course
integrates ideological and political elements into specific scenarios, shifting
teaching methods from theoretical indoctrination to a combination of value
reflection and active engagement. It focuses on professional ethics, cross-cultural
behavior, and the expression of subjectivity from a China perspective,
establishing an evaluation system that emphasizes process and performance

capabilities, thereby achieving a progression from "languistic communication" to

"value communication." Additionally, a teaching design incorporating value
integration and curriculum integration is developed, addressing both faculty
development and student-centered cultivation to foster a collaborative
